Paula Clark, Chair, called the meeting to order at 7:04 pm.  

Site Review – The Learning Center, Kents Hill School:  Pat Carroll, Agent for the school, gave a history of the project.  A master plan was developed in 2009 for a two-phase re-development of the campus and the learning center project was on the plan. A DEP permit for the project was approved at that time .  The learning center will be used for tutoring and other school-based programs. The learning center program currently exists on campus but will be moving to this building when the project is finished.  The building was formerly the girls’ field house/storage/maintenance and is now vacant.  It is a two-level building with two small additions.  Water and sewer for the center is already in existence.  The septic system was designed in 2000 as a 30,000 gallon per day system.  The campus is currently generating 16,000 gallons per day.  Existing grass swales collect stormwater and tie in to the existing drainage system.  

Motion by Jack Comart to find the application complete, to schedule a public hearing and notify abutters; site visit to be waived, second by Fred Lavallee; vote unanimous, 6-1-0 (Mary Denison abstained due to conflict of interest).  A public hearing is scheduled for 4/19/2011.

Public Hearing – compliance with NFIP ordinance requirements:  Paula Clark opened the public hearing at 7:26 pm.  There was no one in attendance from the public.  There was no discussion.      

Public Hearing – ordinance revision to home occupations:  Paula Clark opened the public hearing at 7:30 pm.  There was no one in attendance from the public.  There was no discussion.  

There was a discussion on seasonal conversion changes, suggested by Clif Buuck.  A draft was reviewed and minor changes were made.  A public hearing was scheduled for 04/19/2011. 

Public Hearing – Great Northern Motor Works:  Paula Clark opened the public hearing at 7:58 pm.  Steve Woodsum provided a history of the project.  They are proposing to open the old Danforth garage as a general repair facility for autos and trucks.  Steve Monsulick is the owner of the property and is renovating the building. Great Northern Motor Works has signed a 5-year lease and also plans to be a state inspection facility.  Tom Dunham commented that he lives down the street and welcomes the business and wishes them luck.  Dave Betts said he feels the same way.  The public hearing was closed at 8:16 pm.

Motion by Jack Comart to approve the application with the condition that tools and business equipment are screened from public view and that any storage of hazardous materials must be in compliance with state standards; if vehicles are to be stored beyond 30 days they will be stored behind the building, second by Fred Lavallee; vote unanimous 7-0-0.
