Readfield Planning Board Minutes

Planning Board Members Present:  Bill Buck, Don Witherill, Paula Clark, Mary Denison, Jack Comart and Fred Lavallee. 

Others Present:  Ken Pratt (CEO) Clif Buuck, Fran Zambella and Martha Bentley.
Paula Clark called the meeting to order at 7:05 pm.  

Minutes:  Motion by Don Witherill to approve the minutes of 9/6/2011 as written, second by Bill Buck; vote unanimous 6-0-0.

Site Review – Lisa Clarcq, Maranacook Family Health Care (Medical Micro-Practice), 169 South Road:
Martha Bentley, representative, provided a brief summary.  She said Lisa Clarcq wants to renovate the front part of the building on the first floor; the second and third floor will remain as storage space.  Additional walls will be added to break the larger space into two exam rooms and an office.  Other rooms will be renovated for use as a massage room and other such purposes.  She also plans to finish the bathroom.  The side door will be the entrance, not the front door by the street.  The only change to exterior of building will be to put in a handicap rail.  The parking area will continue to be where it is now located, with one handicap spot.  There will be no street side parking.  The only signage will be on the building itself, near the side door.  There will be no fencing.  Mary Denison asked about the possibility of paving of the parking lot.  Martha Bentley said there is no intention to pave it.  

A site plan was requested as part of the review package.  There was a discussion of a site visit.  It was decided Planning Board members would visit the property individually if they felt it necessary.  

Motion by Jack Comart to find the application complete subject to submission of a site plan, to notify abutters and hold a public hearing, no group site visit to be held, second by Bill Buck; vote 5-0-1 (Mary Denison  abstained due to conflict of interest).  A Public Hearing will be held on 11/1/2011.  

KJK Wireless:  Tabled until 11/1/2011.
Fran Zambella was in attendance and referred to a letter he submitted requesting the Planning Board consider reviewing a portion of the ordinance.  Fran said a resident on the water front rebuilt a damaged deck and he is requesting that if something is allowed to be rebuilt, if it is damaged over 50%, it should not be allowed to be rebuilt if it is non-conforming.  If it is less than 50%, it can be repaired.  This is his opinion.  The Planning Board had a discussion.  Clif Buuck commented the deck and stairs are all attached to the house in question; the difficulty is in determining what is 50% - or is it damage to the whole building, or is it just the deck/stairs.  

This will be revisited during the normal yearly review of ordinances.  

A list was distributed of all the pieces of the comp plan that will require revisions needed to be made to the ordinance.  Paula Clark grouped them according to priority.  She said the next step is to review this and if the board is still in agreement with the priority, the board can ultimately come up with a list and a package that Clif Buuck could work on for the next town meeting.  Paula said she had a conversation with Stefan Pakulski about the funding for Clif’s work, and Clif can come up with a projection about the amount of time needed to complete it, and then talk with Stefan to see if the funding is there for this.  The Planning Board and Clif reviewed and discussed the list.  

Ken Pratt said the fire chief would like to have a fire cistern discussion in regard to subdivisions and to consider possibly making this a requirement for subdivisions.
