Readfield Planning Board Minutes 01/21/2014 - approved
Planning Board Members present:  James Schmidt, Don Witherill, Paula Clark, Bill Buck, Jack Comart and Jay Hyland.

Members absent:  Andrews Tolman and Bruce Hunter.  

Others present:  Clif Buuck (CEO) and Al and Thelma Parks.

The meeting was called to order at 7:05 pm by Paula Clark, Chair.

· Minutes:  Motion by Andrews Tolman to approve the minutes of 12/03/2013 as amended, second James Schmidt; vote 5-0-0.

Public hearing – Alfred Parks, Sr.  Application is to amend Planning Board decision of 05/30/2013 as follows: (1) to rescind approval to operate restaurant as one of two uses of existing structure, and (2) request approval to operate wrecker & towing service business from property.  The property is located at 773 Main St. (Readfield Depot), and further identified on the Assessor’s map 128 as lot 066.

Paula Clark opened the public hearing at 7:06 pm.  There were no members of the public present.  Jack Comart asked about storage of cars.  Mr. Parks said cars may be stored for up to 90 days pending insurance company response.  Towed vehicle storage was originally proposed to be in front of the building and fenced from view, but he now proposes to store them behind the building in an area not to exceed the length of the building.  He will usually have no more than 4 or 5 vehicles at one time.  

Motion by Jack Comart to close the public hearing, second by Jay Hyland; vote 6-0-0.  

Motion by Jack to approve the application as amended with standard conditions of approval, second James Schmidt; vote 6-0-0.  

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

· Minutes of 01/07/2014:  Motion by James Schmidt to approve the minutes as submitted, second Jay Hyland; vote 4-0-2 (Comart, Buck abstained due to absence).

· There was a discussion about the big white barn building on the South Road.  Jack Comart asked if other tenants in the building are of an approved use.  Clif Buuck said he has not received any complaints about the property.  He will check previous minutes in regard to any restrictions in the approval of the application.  
· Comprehensive Plan update:  Paula Clark gave a brief summary update regarding the status of the comp plan.  She and Clif Buuck attended a recent select board meeting to provide an update.  The planning board has completed tier 1 items, but there are still other items to be done.  At the annual committee chair meeting last week, there was a 5-minute discussion at the end of the meeting regarding implementation of the comp plan.  She will work with Clif to determine a status list for discussion with the planning board at a future meeting.  
· Clif Buuck attended a recent road committee meeting in regard to the 3 separate road ordinances.  He distributed copies to the committee.  They will make notes as to their proposals to update and merge the ordinances together into one document and return to Clif.  Mr. Buuck strongly suggested to the Committee that the new road ordinance be located in the LUO.  
· Trail construction standards:  The documents included in the packet were reviewed and there was a discussion.  Paula Clark stated the importance of how the standard would be applied; new construction or modification of old construction would generally trigger the new standard.  She suggested the board create a draft outline for review/comments by the trails committee and/or snowmobile club.  She also suggested performance standards be added, walking trails and motorized trails be separated.  Mr. Buuck will work on an outline for the next meeting. 
· Email correspondence between Mr. Bittar and Mr. Buuck was discussed.  Mr. Bittar has requested his appeal be put on hold until April.  There was a discussion regarding the definition of normal repair and maintenance versus reconstruction.

· Wind Tower Ordinances from KVCOG:  Examples were reviewed and discussed.  Commercial versus residential standards were discussed.  Paula Clark suggested focusing first on residential.  One additional board discussion will be scheduled prior to talking with Joel at KVCOG.  Paula Clark will talk with Mr. Pakulski regarding the drafting of a contract with KVCOG.  Moratorium language will be reviewed.  
· Mr. Buuck will create a first outline of trail construction standards for the next meeting.   
Meeting adjourned at 8:50 pm.
