Readfield Planning Board Minutes 01/07/2014 
Planning Board Members present:  James Schmidt, Don Witherill, Paula Clark, Andrews Tolman and Jay Hyland.

Members absent:  William Buck, Jack Comart and Bruce Hunter.  

Others present:  Clif Buuck (CEO), Al and Thelma Parks and Michael Johnson.
The meeting was called to order at 7:07 pm by Paula Clark, Chair.

· Minutes:  Motion by Andrews Tolman to approve the minutes of 12/03/2013 as amended, second James Schmidt; vote 5-0-0.
Public hearing – Michael Johnson, dba 116 Industries, LLC:   Paula Clark opened the public hearing at 7:14 pm.  There were no members of the public present at the meeting.  Clif Buuck received two comments prior to the meeting; one from Robert Downs, an abutting property owner on South Road (no objections), and a comment from Jack Comart expressing a possible need for screening.  Michael Johnson said there may be approximately 8-10 vehicles parked on the site at one time.  The parking lot is periodically used by the Historical Society as well.  He said he may add some gravel to the back area this spring to help dry out the parking area.  
Motion by Andrews Tolman to approve the application of Michael Johnson/116 Industries to operate a lot for warehousing of trucks, equipment and materials related to off-site utility cable TV construction, with the number of trucks and other vehicles associated with the business not to exceed 15, and standard conditions of approval, second Don Witherill; vote 5-0-0.  
New application: Alfred Parks, Sr.  Application is to amend Planning Board decision of 05/30/2013 as follows:  (1) to rescind approval to operate restaurant as one of two uses of structure, and (2) request approval to operate wrecker & towing service business from property.  The property is located at 773 Main St. (Readfield Depot), and further identified on the Assessor’s map 128 as lot 066.

Mr. Parks gave a summary of his proposal.  He would like to do away with the restaurant permit but would like to headquarter his towing operation at this location and have a holding area for vehicles waiting to be inspected by insurance companies.  This holding area will be behind the building; it will not be a junkyard.  The business has two ramp trucks, one wrecker and two light-duty trucks and these vehicles will be kept between the existing Winthrop and the new Readfield location.  The redemption business will continue as usual.  He plans to keep the ball field available for use in the summer.  Customer vehicles may be kept on location for up to 90 days but are usually gone within 7 days.  The parking area for these vehicles was noted on the map as revised from the initial site plan.    The road around the back of the building will be fenced off.  
Motion by Don Witherill to find the application complete, schedule a public hearing and notify abutters, second Jay Hyland; vote 5-0-0.  A public hearing was scheduled for 01/21/2013 at 7 pm.  

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:
· Draft revisions to Article 1, section 8:  There was a discussion.  The Board agreed revisions are not necessary.  
· Continuing discussion RE high/moderate value wetlands:  There was a discussion.  

Motion by James Schmidt in regard to the continuing discussion RE high/moderate value wetlands as proposed by the new state map, the Board agrees to retain the current town map with no changes, second Jay Hyland; vote 5-0-0.
· Combining Road Ordinances (begun 2007):  The Road Committee would like to combine the two ordinances and Clif Buuck will attend their meeting tomorrow night to see what direction they would like to go.  There was a discussion.  There are three different road ordinances adopted over the years and they need to be revised and combined into one document.    

· The need to define ‘normal repair and maintenance’ was discussed as there is an appeal application that has been submitted by Mr. Bittar.  Clif Buuck distributed information in regard to this.  There was a discussion.  The information will be reviewed and discussed at a future meeting.  
· Andrews Tolman requested the Board work on a definition of what a trail is and what is a reasonable trail in a district/resource protection zone where it is technically not permitted.  Development of a trail standard was discussed.  Trail Committee involvement was discussed.  
· Wind Tower Ordinances from KVCOG:  The Board reviewed and discussed the examples provided.  Paula Clark suggested having Joel Greenwood meet again with the Board to have a conceptual discussion of a draft wind ordinance.  The need for DEP permits was discussed.  The Board will continue to solidify thoughts on wind tower ordinances before contacting Mr. Greenwood.  
· There was a discussion about choosing a different day to meet other than Tuesdays because during the curling season Jack Comart will be unable to attend.  Wednesdays at 7 pm was discussed as an option.  

The meeting was adjourned at 8:47 pm.
