Readfield Planning Board Minutes 03/04/2013

Paula Clark called the meeting to order 7:04 pm.  She gave a summary of the process for considering new applications and explained the public hearing process which will take place at the second meeting.

New Application:  Eben & Cindy Dumaine.  Application is to build and commercially operate an 18-hole Frisbee golf course in the village district at 52 South Road:  Eben and Cindy Dumaine gave a summary of the written application submission.  They stated soil erosion will not take place on the course and there will be minimal vegetative disturbance.  The business will be seasonal and they wish to open for play late spring/early summer of this year.  They have planned to work with Bob Edmund, an experienced disc golf course designer.  Bottled water, soda and snack foods will be available for sale and a portable toilet will be provided.  They stated there will be no detrimental effect on adjacent land and have offered to put up a privacy fence and netting near the property owned by the Leavitts.  They do not believe traffic will be congested on the roadway.  The location of the service shed has been changed from the original plan to allow for more parking.  They referenced the comprehensive plan and planning board review criteria and explained how this business will work to accomplish some of the goals outlined in the plan.  The location of the proposed parking areas was clarified.  Mr. Buuck noted the application is complete.  

There were many questions from the public:

· Privacy fencing - out how high would it be and what material it would be made of – golf netting approx. 15 ft. high.

· Clarification about alcoholic beverages – none will be served and/or offered.  Signs will be put up to actively discourage this and players will be asked to leave if they see it.  
· Employees will be family members at this point.  They do not plan to host tournaments; perhaps one to jump-start.  
· Plan to be open 7 days a week during the season.  

· The location of port-a-potties was pointed out on the map.    

· There was concern about possible lack of erosion control and the use of medical marijuana.  
· There was a question about where the fairways would be located in relation to property boundaries.  The course designer will provide more information on this at a site visit.  
· There will be 18 - 4’x 8’ concrete pads for the tee boxes; this is not indicated on the application.  

· There was a discussion about vernal pools.  More information is needed.  

· The baskets are made of steel on a pole approximately 4 ft. off the ground; discs are made of plastic.  

· A question about accommodating special needs students was raised; this is not a consideration under the terms of the Readfield land use ordinance.  

· The slope of the driveway was discussed and the vegetative buffer was discussed.  The size of the shed was clarified.  
Motion by Jack Comart to find the application complete, schedule a site visit, schedule a public hearing and notify abutters, second by Jay Hyland; vote 5-0-0.  

A site visit (5:30 pm) and a public hearing (7:00 pm) were scheduled for 03/21/2013.  The public is invited to the site visit.  Written and verbal comments will be accepted prior to or at the public hearing.  Copies of the application are available at the Town Office.  

New Application:  Brandon Fike.  Application is to use a portion of his farm for a custom slaughtering and meat-processing facility.  Brandon Fike gave a summary of the application.  It will not be a retail business, only custom processing not to be resold.  Animal parts that are not used will be composted.  The composting area is noted on the site plan.  The location of the nearest abutter’s well was discussed.  The size and purpose of the additions were clarified.  Volume is estimated to be up to 100 animals mostly in the fall and will include the processing of deer.  
Motion by Jack Comart to find the application complete, schedule a public hearing and notify abutters, second by William Buck; vote 5-0-0. A public hearing was scheduled for 04/02/2013 at 7:00 pm.
Administrative items:

· In regard to the administration and enforcement of timber harvesting notification from the Maine Forest Service dated 12/05/2012, the Select Board has chosen the joint enforcement option.  

· In regard to a memo from DEP dated 12/07/2012 concerning shoreland zone rulemaking, certain resource protection designation areas could be removed due to a redundancy noted in state habitat protection regulations; however, towns are not required to do this.  

· Clif Buuck noted a mistake in the LUO in the resource protection zone – water body set back should be 250 ft., not 100 ft.  

· Options for the development of a wind energy ordinance and citizen letter dated 09/18/2012 were discussed.  This will be placed on the 04/02/2013 agenda. 
· Recruitment of additional planning board members was discussed.

· Art 8.1 of sludge ordinance amendment re Dept. of Ag. was discussed.

· Livestock setbacks from abutting wells was discussed.
The meeting was adjourned at 9:31 pm.
