Paula Clark called the meeting to order at 7:05 pm.  
New application – Thomas and Nicole Danielson, dba Maple Tree Community School:  Don Witherill recused himself from participation due to a working relationship with the applicant.
Nicole Danielson gave a history of the school, which is currently located in Manchester.  The school is a hybrid between a home school and a public school.  She explained the curriculum, which is multi-age first through eighth grade, and is a family-oriented school.  Readfield is a central location for her students and the grange was for sale.  The spirit and space was what they are looking for.  
The application was reviewed.  Parking areas and the layout of abutter Rosalie Kimball’s property was reviewed.  Proposed lighting would be on timed switches.  Children will be dropped off in the parking area, not on Church Rd.  The current enrollment is nine families.   The property has a drilled well and 1500 gal. holding tank for wastewater.  A deck/landing off the 2nd floor and parking area expansion would be incorporated into renovations.  A site visit was determined to be not necessary.
Motion by Jim Schmidt to find the application complete, notify abutters and schedule a public hearing, second Bill Buck; vote 4-0-1 (Don Witherill abstained).  A public hearing was scheduled for 10/15/13.  Paula Clark explained the process.
