Readfield Planning Board Minutes 10/15/2013

The meeting was called to order and the public hearing opened at 7:04 pm by Paula Clark, Chair.  
PUBLIC HEARING:  Thomas and Nicole Danielson, dba Maple Tree Community School.  Paula Clark explained the public hearing process.  Nicole Danielson gave a summary of the application.  There were many public comments from students and parents speaking in favor of the school.  Bob Bryant spoke on behalf of the Golden Guys and Gals, who sold the grange hall to the Danielsons.  Rosalie Kimball, an abutter, spoke in favor of the school.  Jack Comart asked questions about the septic system holding tank.  Clif Buuck said the current holding tank is of an acceptable capacity according to Human Services, but the installation of a conventional system is planned for in the future.  It was noted the hours of operation are specified in the application.  The applicants will be working with the State Fire Marshall’s office as this is a requirement for schools.  The applicants stated their intent is to maintain a small, family-type of school and they do not envision growing much larger than the current size.  
Motion by James Schmidt to close the public hearing, second by Jack Comart; vote 6-0-0.

The application discussion at the 10/01/2013 meeting was summarized.  Signage was discussed.  The shared easements between Rosalie Kimball’s property and the school were discussed.  
Motion by Jack Comart to approve the application with standard conditions of approval, second by William Buck; vote 5-0-1 (Don Witherill recused).  

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

· Minutes:  Motion by Don Witherill to approve the minutes of 10/01/2013 as amended, second by James Schmidt; vote 5-0-1 (Jack Comart abstained due to absence).  

· Memo/proposal to Town Manager from Chris Huck, KVCOG:  Paula Clark summarized her discussion with Mr. Pakulski today regarding the opportunity to consider using KVCOG if planning services are needed.  KVCOG has the capability to do GIS work as well as supporting ordinance writing/revisions.  The budget was discussed; the next budget committee cycle would be the time to put in a request.  Paula Clark suggested the possibility of KVCOG working on a wind tower ordinance draft.  Clif Buuck said this may be worth looking into.  The purpose of KVCOG was discussed.  James Schmidt said more financial detail was needed in order to make a decision.  
· Wind tower discussion:  There was general agreement a simple ordinance was needed.  The Chair will talk with the Town Manager in regard to KVCOG and wind towers.  
· Continuing discussion of DEP memo dated 12/07/12:  The map was reviewed and discussed.  The general consensus was to keep the map as it currently exists but NERPA regulations will be reviewed before a decision is made.  
The meeting was adjourned at 8:55 pm.
