Paula Clark called the meeting to order at 7:03 pm.  The public hearing on the Parks application was continued.  Al Parks gave a very brief summary of the application.  The board reviewed and discussed the application.  
Motion by Jack Comart to approve the Parks application as amended by the hours of operation, second by Jay Hyland, vote 4-0-0.

· Motion by Jack Comart to approve the minutes of 5/17/13, second Don Witherill; vote 3-0-1 (Jay Hyland abstained due to absence).  
New application - map 139, lot 022:   There was a discussion regarding a new application to resume a now non-conforming use in the placement of a mobile home on a vacant lot in the rural residential district previously used as such.  The lot is located at 505 Winthrop Road.  The Applicant, Harold Marin, was in attendance.  Paula Clark explained the site review process.  Abutters will need to be notified.  Mr. Marin summarized his application.  There was a discussion about the size of the concrete pad, the size of the mobile home and setback requirements.  The mobile home will meet the setback requirements.  The lot is very small and may not be big enough for a standard-sized house.  
Motion by Jack Comart to find the application complete, notify abutters, hold a site visit and schedule a public hearing, second Jay Hyland; vote 4-0-0.  Mr. Comart asked Mr. Marin to bring the purchase and sale agreement for the mobile home to the next meeting.  A site visit was scheduled for 6/12/13 at 6:30 pm; a public hearing will be held on the same night at 7:00 pm.  
The Dumaine’s landscape plan will be on the agenda for 6/12/13 as the last agenda item.

Fairgrounds Field Committee application: There was a discussion about the completeness of the application in 2010.  Paula Clark asked for a copy of the original application submission.  Greg Durgin said the application in 2010 is now most likely null and void.  He also said approximately $12,000 in donations were received two years ago and since then resident Grace Keene and her son have offered a $25,000 donation.  Jack Comart said a stormwater management plan is needed.  Lenny Reay reviewed the map of the proposed field layout.  Mr. Reay has planned for 70 parking spaces but this was based on two fields; the number of spaces can now be significantly reduced.  A new application will need to be submitted and will need to show how the stormwater will be managed for the developed area. The parking lot size needs to be determined.  On 6/12/13 the board could find the application complete and notify abutters.  There was a discussion as to when the best time is to plant grass.  Jerry Bley joined the meeting at 8:30 pm and spoke about the Conservation Commission’s involvement in the project, which is to deal with the wetness of the land.  The Commission will also provide $2,500 from the town forest account to help develop the parking area as it will be used at the trail head as well.  
The ball field hours of operation will need to be established.  

Meeting adjourned at 9 pm.
