Readfield Planning Board Minutes 07/23/2013

Paula Clark called the meeting to order at 7:05 pm.  The public hearing on the Perry’s application was continued.  There are alternative designs/layouts for this garage that would keep or reduce the non conforming footprint the existing garage had as the PB requested.  Paula gave a summary of the proposal to date.  The degree of non-conformity is what will need to be looked at with considering the designs. In section Article 3 section 4 of the LUO.  John Perry gave a summary of his diagrams that were included in the packet.  Four alternative plans were presented.  Jack said if would move the flower bed (located to the right of the property) could build whatever wanted.  Marianne discussed the environmental impact moving the flower bed would have.  Is not her first choice to move the flower bed but she is willing to do so.  The board discussed the maximum step that is practical in reviewing the project outlines provided.  Construction of the garage may destroy the bed but the applicants will try to hire a contractor that will provide the least interference with the bed as possible.  John‘s goal is to have approx. 800 sq ft for the structure.  John is willing to move the flower bed in order to build the structure he desires.  Don said moving of the plants is very doable and is within the scope/standard of the ordinance to do so in order to have the structure that is desired.  The location of the well and drainage locations were discussed.  Different options to deal with non-conformity were discussed.  The aesthetic quality of the location of the garage was discussed.  
John summarized that at least one bed is not likely to stay where it is and he will start with a new design that is fully conforming to the ordinance and see what difficulties this poses in construction and insulations and meets his needs and from there present back to the board.  Jim would like to see the four stakes in each corner that comply with the ordinance.  The applicants will give all this some thought and give Clif a call – John said he could be ready for a site visit 8/6 at 6:30 pm – tentatively plan on this and will be cancelled if not necessary.  
Minutes:  Motion Jack approve, second Bill, vote 6-1-0 (Andy abstained due to absence).

Wind tower ordinance – Paula said the first August meeting / discussion about wind ordinance.
Disc golf issues - Paula reviewed her conversation with Stefan; SB has no authority over PB and was no action SB should take; memo still needs response from PB.  Paula spoke with Greg Durgin regarding the upcoming PB response and how it should be presented to the SB.  Greg, Stefan and Paula will provide a hard copy response which will be distributed to SB and Dumaines.  Paula shared a copy of the draft with the PB and asked for feedback no later than noon on this Friday. 2nd disc golf issue – Jim Gramlich (works for DEP) is a relative of an abutter and called Paula after reviewing the decision regarding trespass issue.  Paula spoke with Lee Bragg and she will respond. The decision does not confer any special rights and cannot confer any rights that are not in compliance with state law.
