Readfield Planning Board Minutes 07/9/2013
Planning Board Members present:  Jack Comart, Paula Clark, Don Witherill, Jay Hyland, Bill Buck, Jim Schmidt 
Others present:  CEO Clif Buuck, John Perry, Marianne Perry, Cindy Dumaine, Eben Dumaine, Holly Hock Dumaine, Christine Olson, Lenny Reay, Jean Scudder, Andy Tolman, Bruce Hunter, John and Elaine Stanley (brief attendance), Jeff Freeman (arrived approx. 8:30 pm)
Paula Clark called the meeting to order at 7:03 pm.  The public hearing on the application from John and Marianne Perry was opened.  A site visit was held earlier at 6:30 pm, at which time a discussion was held regarding the setbacks.  John Perry explained why he would like to keep the setbacks as they currently are.  The proposed building is deeper than the existing one by about 3 feet.  He does not want to move the proposed garage any closer to the home due to the many plantings that would need to be moved.  There was a discussion about the size of the garage and the possibility of two smaller structures.  The elevation of the land was discussed.  Encroachment dimensions/square footage was discussed.   The board requested conceptual options be considered that would affect the encroachment less.  Paula Clark explained the way the ordinance is set up and asked the Perrys to provide these conceptual options for the next meeting.  The hearing will remain open until the next meeting.  
Jeff Freeman was scheduled to be representing the fields committee at the public hearing tonight but requested the hearing be postponed until 8 pm.  Lenny Reay expressed he did not want to not be put on hold any longer.  Christine Olson said she has reviewed the application and said the property lines do not match up with the application.  
The revised landscaping plan for Eben and Cindy Dumaine was discussed (out of order).  Hemlock size and spacing was discussed.  The Dumaines do not want to remove the existing vegetation in order to replace it with additional different vegetation/trees.  They would offer to the Leavitts to plant the hemlocks on the Leavitts property.  There was a discussion about the existing vegetation.  The notice of decision in regard to the plantings was reviewed.  Clif Buuck read the recent email received from the landscape designer.  Clif has not been onsite with the landscaper but has been on site separately and has had several conversations with the landscaper.  
Motion by Jack Comart to approve the plan with the provision that the location of the plantings can either be on the Dumaines or the Leavitts property; the size of the trees will be 3-4 feet and the number of trees will be 5-6 (to be determined based on need), second by Bill Buuck; vote 6-0-0.  Clif Buuck will talk with the Leavitts and report back to the Dumaines.
There was a discussion as to when the board will meet again.  
MINUTES:  Motion by Jack Comart to approve the minutes of 6/12/13, second by Jay Hyland; vote 4-0-2 (Don Witherill and Jim Schmidt abstained due to absence).  

The board was in agreement with the request to use the speaker system to improve the quality of hearing for attendees.    

The meeting on 7/23/13 will be a continuation of the Perry’s public hearing.  

John and Elaine Stanley had a brief conversation with the board regarding the Dumaine landscaping plan.  

Paula Clark opened the public hearing on the fairgrounds field committee.  There were no representatives from the committee in attendance.  Motion by Jack Comart to continue the fairgrounds fields committee public hearing to a future meeting, second by Jay Hyland; vote 6-0-0.  Hearing will be continued to 8/6/13.  

ELECTION OF OFFICERS:   Jack Comart nominated Paula Clark as chair, second by Bill Buck; vote 5-0-1 (Paula Clark abstained).  Don Witherill nominated Jack Comart as vice chair, second by Jay Hyland; vote 6-0-0.  

A first conversation on wind towers will be held on 8/6/13.  

The MMA letter regarding the appeal process was discussed.  The appeal process will run 45 days from the date of the written decision.  

The Dumaines letter to the select board was discussed.  Paula Clark will be creating a response.  

Meeting was adjourned at approx. 8:50 pm.
